Installation

1. Using the pre-drilled holes, install the belt guard (P3) onto the engine.

2. Install the small pulley onto the pump shaft (P20).  Install the large pulley on the engine shaft.  Do not tighten.
3. Slip the timing belt around the large pulley.

4. Thread a piece of string through the bolt tension hole portion of the belt guard and loop it around the timing belt.  Using the string, loop the belt around the small pulley.

5. Secure the mount (P15) to the belt guard (P3) making sure that the drain is located at the bottom for winterizing.  Do not tighten.  

6. Install the ½-13 tension bolt (P1) into the belt guard but do not tighten.

7. Align the large and small pulleys using a straight edge and then tighten.

8. Slowly tighten the tension bolt nut (P2) until belt is snug using the manufacturer’s tension guide.  Tighten 4 bolts securing mount to belt guard.  (reference step 6)  Over tightening could result in a broken pump shaft.
Maintenance

Robwen has designed the Model 100 and the Model 125 to provide years of maintenance free service.  The only maintenance that is required is that the pump must be drained in freezing weather.  Draining is accomplished by opening the drain cock located on the pump intake.

We do, however, suggest that you check the pulleys and belts periodically.  You need to make sure that the pulleys are tight on the shaft and that you do not have excessive belt wear.
